Daniel Chapter 10

V.1-3

· This vision happens when Daniel is in his 80’s and after the exiled Jewish people had returned to Jerusalem, led by Ezra. (Ezra 1-2)

· Daniel is given specific insight about the events that will take place concerning his people in the future.

· This happens during a time when Daniel is in mourning. He is also seeking to draw closer to the Lord by limiting the food he eats and his daily routine.

V.4-6

· Daniel sees a “certain man” as he is next to the Tigris River, who sends Daniel into a fit.

· Scholar and commentators are divided over who this ‘certain man’ is.  Some say it is Jesus, as the description of the man is very similar to what John saw in Revelation 1:12-16:

DANIEL 10:4-6
REVELATION 1:12-16
Clothed in linen

Clothed with a garment

Waist girded with gold

Girded about the chest with a golden band

Body was like beryl

 

Face like . . . lightning

Head and hair were white like wool

Eyes like torches of fire

Eyes like a flame of fire

Feet like burnished bronze

Feet were like fine brass

Sound of his words like the voice of a multitude

Voice as the sound of many waters

· Others feel that this man is an unnamed high ranking angel.

V.7

· Daniel’s friends are terrified, even though they do not see the vision.

V.8-9

· Daniel himself is undone by this vision of the glorious man.

V.10-11

· The man’s message is given to Daniel

V.12-14

· The explanation of the man’s coming is given

· The details of his delayed appearance are provided to Daniel 

V.15-19

· Daniel is overwhelmed by what he has heard and is speechless

· He is then strengthened by this man.

V.20-11:1

· The message is introduced
